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Preface

Roman letters signify how to read a word. By looking at the Roman letters
“mouth,” you can tell how to read the word. Kanji signify meaning. Kanji express
their meanings through pictures. The kanji B was originally a picture of a
mouth.

The outline of the kanji R is not exactly the same as a picture of a mouth.
There are rules to kanji. The rule for B is that “circles became squares.” The
kanji R is a square. A picture of a mouth is a circle. The circle in the picture
has become a square in the kanji. Such rules as this are found in kanji.

If you learn the rules to kanji, you can tell the outline of the original picture
when you look at a kanji. Circles became squares. The square in the kanji B (ki
“sun”’)or % (yu “evening”)was originally a picture of the round sun. If you learn
the rules to kanji, then kanji aren’t difficult. This book is a manual on those rules.
Let’s learn those rules with this book.

There are kanji that are combinations of pictures. The outline of the kanji =
is a combination of ¥, 7, F. 'V is a picture of a decoration, and thus means
“decoration.” 7 is a picture of a cap and thus means “cap.” F is a picture of
a child and thus means “child.” The child wears a cap. The cap has a decoration
on it. The child wears that cap and goes to school (gakkoo). The meaning of the
kanji % is “to study.” V, 7, F are kanji units.

If you learn the units found in kanji, you can understand the meaning of kanji
when you look at them. ‘Y means “decoration.” The ‘Y found in # (K,
Y, & sakura “cherry tree”) or ® (Y, 7, R hotaru “firefly”) means “decora-
" tion.” If you learn the units found in kanji, then kanji aren’t difficult. Let’s also
learn those units with this book.

Kanji signify meaning. If you learn the rules to kanji and the meaning of kanji
units with this book, then kanji should be very interesting, I believe.

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Kanji do not express sounds. They
express meaning. Kanji take the form of
outlines. The meaning is understood
from this form. If the outline for
“woman” is found at the entrance to a
restroom, it’'s a women’s restroom.

Roman letters express sounds. When
you see the word “child,” you know what
the pronunciation is, but not what it
means. Look at the outline of the kanji
¥ . The top is the head. The arms are
spread out. The bottom is the body. The
meaning of the kanji + is “child”
because it shows the outline of a child.

The word “child” written in roman let-
ters can be divided into ch-i-ld. Each
division represents a unit of pronuncia-
tion. “Ch,” “” and “1d” are found in many
words. They express sounds.

Look at the kanji 2, =, 7, ¥,
and ## . F appears in many kanji. It is
a basic unit of meaning in kanji. Now
look at the kanji % . % is made up of
YW, 7 ,and F. F means “child” Let’s
learn the outline and its meaning for
each basic unit in kanji.

Meanings
belonging to the same category are
expressed by the same form. 3 means
“still” = means “language.” The same
outline always indicates the same
meaning. Can you tell what the kanji 55
means?

=% is made up of “stillness” and “lan-
guage” ¥ are ancient Chinese songs.
The Japanese for i is shi(“poem”).
Ordinary language is spoken quickly.
The pronunciation in poetry is drawn
out and spoken very slowly (ie. lan-
guage is still). Thus in kanji ¥ and £
together indicate “poem.”

Can you tell what the kanji F means?
1 is half of the kanji 1T and means
‘g0.” ZF means “still” The kanji #F is
made up of “stillness” and “going,” and
means “to wait.”

In these examples 3F is the stem
(basic segment). & and { are the
signs (supplementary segments). The
stem expresses the basic meaning. The
sign signifies the category or field of
the word. Let's practice putting two
meanings together.

The original bases of these out-
lines were pictures. These Dpictures
have turned into kanji.

When we look at a picture we know
what it means. When we look at a pic-
ture of a bird, we know it’s a bird. The
kanji & is a picture of a bird. With this
in mind, look at the kanji &. You can tell
what the original picture was.

The Japanese of old studied Chinese
books. They looked at Chinese kanji
and translated their Chinese meanings
into Japanese. The Chinese % means
tori in Japanese. Tori in Japanese was
written with the kanji &&. One looked at
this and read it in Japanese. The reading
for the kanji & is tori. This is Reading 2.
Reading 2 is called kun-yomi, or the
Japanese reading.

There is another reading for kanji.
This is Reading 1. Reading 1 is the
kanji’s Chinese pronunciation. This pro-
nunciation changed a little in Japanese.
The reading for § is choo. Reading 1 is
called on-yomi, or the Chinese reading.

Kanji fit into squares of the same
size. The kanji H(fz) is a square.
And a round mouth also turns into
the kanji [J.

Kanji were originally pictures. Pic-
tures do not only have vertical and
horizontal lines. They also have diag-
onal strokes. Some kanji also are set
on a diagonal. For example, A (kito)
and % (yuu) are made of diagonal
strokes. This kind of kanji is
exceptional. Most kanji are made
with vertical and horizontal strokes.

Look at the kanji B (fsuki). It is
made with vertical and horizontal
strokes. Since curved lines in pictures
became straight lines in kanji, the
original picture had curved lines, but
the moon it showed was not vertical.
The kanji B represents a crescent
moon.

The picture of the crescent moon is
set on the diagonal. With the kanji,
this diagonal crescent moon was
made vertical. The curvilinear cres-
cent moon was turned into straight
lines. Then the entire form was fit
into a square. The verticals are a bit
longer than the horizontals. Turn the
straight lines of the kanji B into
curved lines, and put the entire form
on the diagonal.

Kanji are assemblages of
simple strokes.

The kanji &K has few strokes. If
you look at a picture of a tree, it has
many branches. It also has a lot of
roots. But if you look at the kanji 7K,
there are only three branches and
three roots.

Although the kanji was originally a
picture, the kanji simplified the pic-
ture. When that happened, if there
were a lot of things they were made
into threes. A lot of branches were
made into three branches. A lot of
roots were also made into three roots.
The kanji K is made of three
branches and three roots. The many
branches in a picture of a tree
became three branches. The many
roots were turned into three roots.
This is one more principle of kanji.

If there are three of the same thing
in a kanji, this signifies “there are a
lot of them.” Three signifies many.
A is not the only example of this.
There are many other examples.

If something has shape, pictures
can be drawn. In the case of nouns,
since there is a shape for a noun, you
can draw a picture. What do you do
with adjectives ?

Adjectives can also be expressed
by shapes. For example, “big.” You
can see this by drawing the outline
for “big.” In China, they spread their
arms to show size. When Some-
thing is big, they express the size
by spreading their arms. By look-
ing at this outline, you can tell the
size. Spreading the arms wide
means that something is very big.

The Meaning of Verbs Is Expressed by Their Pictures

Pictures can be drawn for both
nouns and adjectives. In the case of
verbs, if there is a shape for the verb,
you can also draw a picture. What,
for example, do you suppose is done
with the verb “to stand’?

You can tell this, if you draw a
picture of “to stand.” What should
you draw? You can’t tell the meaning
from a picture of a dog. You can't tell
from a picture of a cat, either. A
person is better for a picture of “to
stand.” Imagine a person standing
and draw a picture of it. If you look
at that picture, you can tell it means
“to stand.”

Look at the kanji iZ. The dot on
top is a head. The — on the very
bottom is the place the person is
standing. What is the part in the
middle? A Chinese person is wearing
a Chinese gown. In this case, it’s a
Chinese man.

Since a Chinese gown reaches all
the way to the ground, you cannot see
the feet. The upper —is the shoul-
ders. The two vertical strokes in the
middle are the Chinese gown. With
this in mind, look at the kanji 3. I
means “to stand.” The readings for I
are ltatsu and tateru.

In old China, people drew pictures
on paper or silk. The paper or silk
was long in the vertical dimension
and short in the horizontal. Because
they drew pictures on these types of
paper or silk, if the object’s vertical
dimension was long, they could draw
its picture similarly long as well. If
they drew an average person, for
instance, they could draw him or her
very skillfully.

In the case of natural scenery, they
drew a near place in the lower por-
tion, and a far place in the upper
portion. By so doing, they were able
to draw both near and far places on a
single sheet of paper or silk.

Because the Chinese of old made
kanji, the kanji resembled Chinese
paintings. The top portion of kanji is
a far place; the bottom portion is a
near place. Look at the kanji JI|
(stream). Although there are three
vertical lines, the kanji doesn’t repre-
sent a waterfall. Since streams flow
from the interior of the distant moun-
tains to a place nearby, they form the
shape of JI|.

Here, we have accumulated kanji
with far places and near places. All
of them are drawn in a way similar to
the paintings of old China. They're
interesting, aren’t they?

In China the north is cold and the
south is warm. For this reason, peo-
ple faced the south when they sat.
When seated facing south, the left is
east and the right west. This
explains why in old Chinese maps the
left was east and the right was west.
The top was south and the bottom
was north. This was different from
Western maps.

In Western maps, the north is at
the top and the south at the bottom.
So, the left is west and the right is
east. In old Chinese maps the four
cardinal points were opposite, so
please pay attention to this.

It was the old Chinese who invent-
ed kanji, so kanji followed the same
rules as Chinese maps. Take a look
at the kanji B. On the left is H (the
sun) and on the right is B (the
moon). So, in the sky the sun is in
the east and the moon in the west;

In this lesson I have gathered kanji
relating to east, west, south and
north. They include the Chinese
philosophy of old times, so please
look at them carefully.

Kanji express meanings. Kanji use
pictures to do this. Look at a picture
for a bird and you will see a bird. If
you draw the outline of a bird then
this also signifies a bird. This is what
the kanji B is. The same rule applies
for K (tree) and ¥ (light).

However, some meanings cannot
be expressed using pictures. One, two
and three cannot be shown using a
picture. In such cases, symbols are
used in kanji. For example, one, two
and three are designated by the num-
ber of sticks used in them. This is
what the kanji —, Z and = are.
When something cannot be expressed
via a picture, symbols are used.

Many different symbols are used in
kanji. The horizontal stroke is what
we will refer to as the “standard
line.” The kanji _t is a kanji with a
symbol above the standard line. In
the case of T, the same symbol is
below the standard line. In this les-
son, I have gathered a variety of
symbols. Can you understand what
the symbols are ?

If a picture of something can be
drawn, then it can be made into a
kanji. The kanji & is a picture of a
bird. The kanji ¥ is a picture of
wings.

In this case, wings are a part of a
bird, but the kanji J] is not a part of
the kanji for bird (&) . The kanji &
and ¥ are two separate pictures.
There is no 33 outline in the kanji 8.

However, in some cases pictures
cannot be drawn to designate certain
parts. For example, you can draw a
picture of a sword. The kanji 7] is a
picture of a sword. The blade is a
part of a sword, but you cannot draw
a picture of a blade.

In such cases, a picture of a sword
(or sickle) is drawn and the blade
part is indicated in a certain way.
The kanji X is 7] plus V. The \ is
a symbol. The meaning of this sym-
bol is “that is this part.”

The kanji X is a combination of a
picture and a symbol. In this lesson I
have gathered other kanji like this
one.

Our hands do many tasks for us.
As they are a very important part of
our bodies, many differently shaped
hands can be found in kanji. Let’s
look back on some of the kanji we
have learned so far (the number in
parentheses shows the lesson in
which the kanji appeared).

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In this book, mnemonics for
learning kanji have been divided
into 24 lessons. Kanji aren’t diffi-
cult.

This book has 192 kanji examples
(8 kanji for each of the 24 lessons).
Those examples contain beginning
level kanji, as well as intermediate
and advanced level kanji. Now,
I've collected some additional be-
ginning level kanji.

The kanji are ordered by their
stroke number, starting with kanji
with few strokes. As for kanji with
the same number of strokes, they
are arranged by their on-yom: (Chi-
nese reading) in a/i/u/e/o order.

If you know the reading for a
kanji, you can make full use of the
kanji index (p.162~168) at the end
of this book. You can then soon
find out on which page that kanji
is located.

Please read the 24 lessons for
mnemonics (p.8~127) first, and
then refer to this “More Beginning
Kanji.” You can find no pictures,
but you should be able to under-
stand.
